He said to Peter, "So you could not
keep watch with me for one hour? Watch and pray that you may not
undergo the test. The spiritis willing, but the flesh is weak."

"This man was with Jesus the Nazorean." Again he denied it with an oath, "I
do not know the man!" A little later the bystanders came over and said to
Peter, "Surely you too are one of them; even your speech gives you away."
At that he began to curse and to swear, "I do not know the man." And
immediately a cock crowed. Then Peter remembered the word that Jesus
had spoken: "Before the cock crows you will deny me three times." He went
out and began to weep bitterly.

Again Pilate questioned him, "Have you
no answer? See how many things they accuse you of." Jesus gave him
no further answer, so that Pilate was amazed.... Pilate, wishing to
satisfy the crowd, released Barrabas... [and] handed [Jesus] over to be
crucified.

So they took Jesus,
and carrying the cross himself he went out to what is called the Place
of the Skull, in Hebrew, Golgotha.
