parishioners) help determine the number and kind of
Masses and programs, the number of priests,

obligations to the Diocese, and so on.
 

This time of year, we are getting many requests for a
signature from our Pastor on a form in order for you to
be a godparent for someone else’s child or a sponsor

for someone who is being confirmed. In order for us to
be diligent in signing these forms, we need to check

our records as to your attendance. Also, being
registered and active is necessary to receive a

discounted fee for Faith Formation or for weddings. 
 

THIS IS VERY IMPORTANT: because our parish is so
large, the only way for us to verify that you are

attending Mass and an active member is for you to
turn in your envelope with your parish registration

number on it. It can be empty, $1.00 or $1,000,000—we
just need to know that you are joining us. 

 
What does committing to a parish mean?

Committing to a parish is much like a commitment to
family, friend, school, or community group. The 

parish makes a commitment to be there for the parish
family: to provide Masses, Sacraments, educational

programs and ministries. When you join a parish, you
make a commitment to be an active member, to
